Resolution No. 12:  New Levy on Exchange/Transfer of the Value of Quotas Should be Dropped 

 

WHEREAS the ability to buy and sell quota is an important management tool for agricultural 

producers in Manitoba’s supply-managed sector; and 

 

WHEREAS the Provincial Government’s recent $535 million deficit budget contains a new levy 

on the exchange/transfer of the value of quotas, which is a first-of-its-kind in Canada measure; and 

 

WHEREAS the Provincial Government failed to consult with industry representatives prior to 

introducing the new levy, and has failed to identify any benefits to the producers who must pay it; and 
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WHEREAS because of the Provincial Government’s out-of-control spending habits, producers in 

Manitoba’s supply-managed industries are being punished with this new “food tax”, the implications of 

which could also be felt by consumers of milk, poultry and eggs. 

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial 

Government to reverse its ill-conceived decision to enact a new levy on the exchange/transfer of the value 

of quotas.
