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WHEREAS local governments may not necessarily have the required technical and financial 

resources to readily fulfill these duties, therefore forcing them to incur additional costs in order to meet 

these added responsibilities; and  

 

WHEREAS the Association of Manitoba Municipalities (AMM) has passed numerous resolutions 

stating the high costs involved with fulfilling these new responsibilities places an undue burden on local 

taxpayers; and  

 

WHEREAS the Federal and Provincial Governments created clear lines of jurisdiction through 

discussion and active dialogue that is codified in the Constitution. 

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial 

Government to enter into meaningful discussions with the Association of Manitoba Municipalities and 

other stakeholders to more clearly delineate the jurisdictional boundaries between the two levels of 

government; and 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba urge the Provincial 

Government to consider providing sufficient financial and technical resources to local governments to 

help them implement any new obligations the Provincial Government mandates of them.
