for such industries as tourism, recreation and fisheries; and  

 

WHEREAS microbeads pose a risk to the ecological health of Manitoba’s waterways and lakes;

WHEREAS the current Provincial Government has failed to proactively engage with industry 

representatives such as the Canadian Cosmetic, Toiletry and Fragrance Association (CCTFA) or the 

Federal Government regarding the phasing out and ban of microbeads; and 

 

WHEREAS the current Provincial Government has had an appalling record as Manitoba’s 

environmental steward since their first term in office in 1999. 
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THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly of Manitoba acknowledge that 

the Provincial Government has failed to take any action to work with partners in other jurisdictions or 

industry to phase out and ban microbeads; and  

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Legislative Assembly be urged to follow the example set 

by industries and work with the Federal Government to phase out and ban microbeads in personal care 

products.
