Dear Tracey Braun:

The Town of Snow Lake is requesting to have the sampling frequency required in our operating licence #2947 for the final effluent
from the Waste Water Treatment Plant, as outlined in items 22 b) and 22 c) from 3 grab samples once a week to 3 grab samples
biweekly.

The Snow Lake Waste Water Treatment Plant was commissioned December 2013 with the final effluent from this date forward
never falling outside of the licencing requirement and the results being consistently well below the allowable limits set out in the
licence. All effluent sampling results have been forwarded to the Northwest Regional Supervisor of the Environmental Compliance
and Enforcement Office of Manitoba Sustainable Development. The Town of Snow Lake has not missed a sampling date since the
plant commissioning. We feel that these facts are an indication of the quality of the effluent that can be expected in the future. We
do not foresee any future environmental or health effects caused by a reduction in the sampling frequency and feel that the
environmental effects of the licence alteration would be insignificant.

As a small relatively remote community of 723 population (2011 census), we are looking at ways to reduce our costs and still
maintain our standards and quality of service. Reducing the frequency of sampling would allow us a substantial saving in lab fees
and freight costs as well as manpower time better used in the utility sector.
