On November 1, 2011 Manitoba Conservation received a Proposal dated October 31, 2011, from 

Sun Gro Horticulture Canada Ltd. to develop the Hay Point Bog to harvest peat for the 

production horticultural peat products. The proposed development is located on Crown Land 

within the Hecla/Grindstone Provincial Park and covers an area of approximately 531 ha.  The 

targeted peatland is located approximately 21 km northeast of Riverton, MB on part of Sections 

17 to 20, Township 25, Range 5.
